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This Latin expression, meaning "real help," refers to Internews
media advocacy project, which is focused onliberalizing the media
legislation toimprove the licensing procedure, ease the regulatory
environment for broadcasters, and ensure the legal protection of
journalists' rights. Implementing the project, Internews produced
talk shows, PSAs and films to ralse public awareness on the
necessity of policy changes and promete media literacy among the
public.

Addressing the need toreformthe mediaregulatony environment,
Internews developed a Concept Paper reflecting new approaches
and international best practices. It is expected that the Concept
Paperwill serve as a stepping stone forthe improved legislation on
broadcasting.

In the meantime, Internews lawyers continued to provide media
outlets and individual journalists with regular legal assistance,
including representing them and serving as defense attorneys
during court trials.
